SYNOPSIS

A motion has been requested approving the purchase of a License Plate Recognition Camera System from
Genetec Inc., of Saint-Laurent, Quebec, Canada, in the amount of $42,858. The implementation of this
system will lead to more efficient and effective parking enforcement.

STRATEGIC PLAN ALIGNMENT
The Strategic Plan identifies Exceptional Municipal Organization and more specifically Fiscally Sound
and Sustainable Village Government as a goal for 2008-2013.

FiscAL IMPACT

This project was not included in the FY10 budget but will be purchased using the savings resulting from a
vacant Parking Enforcement Officer position. The position has been vacant for all of FY10, leading to
$75,446 in salary and benefit savings. Staff expects a short-term increase in parking violators being
identified, resulting in additional parking ticket revenue that may decrease over time as parking behaviors
change due to increased enforcement.

RECOMMENDATION
Discussion on the November 2, 2010 active agenda

BACKGROUND

The Police Department has one civilian Parking Enforcement Officer who is responsible for enforcement
of all Village parking regulations, including train station parking lots, the parking deck, Downtown
Business employee lots and time-limit parking areas. Staffing, which has been reduced from three
enforcement positions to one since 2009, is currently not sufficient to enforce regulations in all of the
public parking areas.

A License Plate Recognition Camera System (LPR) integrates vehicle-mounted cameras with software on
an in-vehicle laptop computer to digitally process images of license plates on parked vehicles. Processing
the images of the license plates on parked vehicles allows the officer to quickly identify vehicles that are
parked in violation of regulations. The system will allow the Parking Enforcement Officer to more
efficiently enforce commuter permits and parking within time-limit zones, as well as identify wanted
vehicles or parking scofflaws. The system will enable more checks per day, enabling one parking officer
to be much more effective and efficient in enforcement efforts. For example, a parking enforcement
activity that now takes approximately one hour would take approximately 10 minutes using the proposed
system. The system will also allow for digital parking permits, which would eventually eliminate the need
for hanging commuter permits and the costs associated with printing and mailing permits.

A Request For Proposal (RFP) was recently completed for the License Plate Recognition Camera System.
Six vendors submitted proposals; three were invited to give presentations to staff. Genetec was the only
vendor that met the Police Department’s specifications as outlined in the RFP. Therefore, staff
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recommends that Genetec be awarded the contract. The initial purchase includes a one-year warranty. On-
going maintenance will cost approximately $4,400 per year.

(bonding company must be licensed to do business in Illinois) or a letter of credit on the form
provided by the Village and available from the Village’s Purchasing Manager. Any bond
shall include a provision as will guarantee faithful performance of the Hlinois Prevailing
Wage Act, 820 ILCS 130/1 et seq.

The successful proposer will strictly comply with all ordinances of the Village of
Downers Grove and laws of the State of Illinois.

USE OF VILLAGE'S NAME
The proposer is specifically denied the right of using in any form or medium the name of
the Village for public advertising unless express permission is granted by the Village.

SPECIAL HANDLING

Prior to delivery of any product which is caustic, corrosive, flammable or dangerous to
handle, the Proposer will provide written directions as to methods of handling such
products, as well as the antidote or neutralizing material required for its first aid before
delivery. Proposer shall also notify the Village and provide material safety data sheets for
all substances used in connection with this contract which are defined as toxic under the

Ilinois Toxic Substances Disclosure to Emplovees Act.

INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT

To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Proposer shall indemnify, keep and save
harmless the Village and its agents, officers, and employees, against all injuries, deaths,
losses, damages, claims, suits, liabilities, judgments, costs and expenses, which may arise
directly or indirectly from any negligence or from the reckless or willful misconduct of
the Proposer, its employees, or its subcontractors, and the Proposer, its employees, or its
subcontractors, and the Proposer shall at its own expense, appear, defend and pay all
charges of attorneys and all costs and other expenses arising therefrom or incurred in
connection therewith, and, if any judgment shall be rendered against the Village in any
such action, the Proposer shall, at its own expense, satisfy and discharge the same. This
Agreement shall not be construed as requiring the Proposer to indemnify the Village for
its own negligence. The Proposer shall indenmify, keep and save harmless the Village
only where a loss was caused by the negligent, willful or reckless acts or omissions of the
Proposer, its employees, or its Subcontractors.
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NONDISCRIMINATION
Proposer shall, as a party to a public contract:

(a) Refrain from unlawful discrimination in employment and undertake affirmative
action to assure equality of employment opportunity and eliminate the effects of
past discrimination;

Notifying the contracting or granting agency within ten (10) days after receiving notice of
any criminal drug statute conviction for a violation occurring in the workplace no later
than five (5) days after such conviction from an employee or otherwise receiving actual
notice of such conviction.

Imposing a sanction on, or requiring the satisfactory participation in a drug abuse
assistance or rehabilitation program by any employee who is so convicted as required by
section 5 of the Drug Free Workplace Act.

Assisting employees in selecting a course of action in the event drug counseling,
treatment and rehabilitation is required and indicating that a trained referral team is in
place.
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Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug free workplace through
implementation of the Drug Free Workplace Act.

SUBSTANCE ABUSE PREVENTION ON PUBLIC WORKS PROJECTS ACT

In the event this is a public works project as defined under the Prevailing Wage Act, 820
ILCS 130/2, Proposer agrees to comply with the Substance Abuse Prevention on Public
Works Projects Act , 820 ILCS 265/1 ef seq ,and further agrees that all of its
subcontractors shall comply with such Act.. As required by the Act, Proposer agrees that
it will file with the Village prior to commencing work its written substance abuse
prevention program and/or that of its subcontractor(s) which meet or exceed the
requirements of the Act.

PREVAILING WAGE ACT

Proposer agrees to comply with the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, 820 ILCS 130/1 ef seq.,
for all work completed under this contract. Proposer agrees to pay the prevailing wage
and require that all of its subcontractors pay prevailing wage to any laborers, workers or
mechanics who perform work pursuant to this contract or related subcontract. For
applicable rates, go to the State of Illinois — Department of Labor website and use the
most current DuPage County rate.

Proposer and each subconiractor shall keep or cause to be kept an accurate record of
names, occupations and actual wages paid to each laborer, workman and mechanic
employed by the Proposer in connection with the contract. This record shall be open to
inspection at all reasonable hours by any representative of the Village or the Illinois
Department of labor and must be preserved for four (4) years following completion of the
contract.

In the event this is a contract for a public works project, as defined in 820 ILCS 13072,
Proposer agrees to post at the job site in an easily accessible place, the prevailing wages
for each craft or type of worker or mechanic needed to execute the contract or work to be
performed.

In the event this is a public works project as defined under the Prevailing Wage Act, 820
ILCS 130/2, any and all contractors and subcontractors must submit certified payroll
records to the Village on a monthly basis. WITHOUT THIS PAPERWORK, NO
INVOICE SHALL BE PAID BY THE VILLAGE. Contractors and subcontractors must
also submit a statement affirming that the records are true and accurate, that the wages
paid to each worker are not less than the prevailing rate, and that the contractor and
subcontractor are aware that filing false records is a Class B misdemeanor. The records
must include the name, address, telephone number, social security number, job
classification, hours of work, hourly rate, and start and end time of work each day for
every worker employed on the public work. The Village reserves the right to check the
pay stubs of the workers on the job. The Village further cautions that payment for any
services rendered pursuant to this contract may be predicated upon receipt of said records.
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In the event that this is a construction project where Motor Fuel tax monies or state grant
monies are used in the construction, maintenance and extension of municipal streets,
traffic control signals, street lighting systems, storm sewers, pedestrian subways or
overhead crossings, sidewalks and off-street parking facilities, and the like, the Village
will require an Apprenticeship and Training Certification, attached after the Proposer’s
Certification.

Any bond furnished as security for performance shall include a provision as will
guarantee faithful performance of the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, 820 ILCS 130/1 et
seq.

PATRIOT ACT COMPLIANCE

The Proposer represents and warrants to the Village that neither it nor any of its
principals, shareholders, members, partners, or affiliates, as applicable, is a person or
entity named as a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person (as defined in
Presidential Executive Order 13224) and that it is not acting, directly or indirectly, for or
on behalf of a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person. The Proposer further
represents and warrants to the Village that the Proposer and its principals, shareholders,
members, partners, or affiliates, as applicable are not, directly or indirectly, engaged in,
and are not facilitating, the transactions contemplated by this Agreement on behalf of any
person or entity named as a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person. The
Proposer hereby agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmiess the Village, and its
elected or appointed officers, employees, agents, representatives, engineers and attorneys,
from and against any and all claims, damages, losses, risks, liabilities and
expenses(including reasonable attorney’s fees and costs) arising from or related to any
breach of the foregoing representations and warranties.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Prior to starting the work, Contractor and any Subcontractors shall procure, maintain and
pay for such insurance as will protect against claims for bodily injury of death, or for
damage to property, including loss of use, which may arise out of operations by the
Contractor or Subcontractor or any Sub-Sub Contractor or by anyone employed by any of
them, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable. Such insurance shall not be
less than the greater of coverages and limits of liability specified below or any coverages
and limits of liability specified in the Contract Documents or coverages and limits
required by law unless otherwise agreed to by the Village.

contractual indemnity assumed under the Contract Documents. The limit must be on a

Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance required under this paragraph shall
include coverage for all owned, hired and non-owned automobiles.

Workers Compensation coverage shall include a waiver of subrogation against the

Contractor and all Subcontractors shall have their respective Comprehensive General

add the “Village of Downers Grove, officers, officials, employees and volunteers” as
“additional insureds” with respect to liability arising out of operations performed; claims
for bodily injury or death brought against Village by any Contractor of Subcontractor
employees, or the employees of Subcontractor’s subcontractors of any tier, however
caused, related to the performance of operations under the Contract Documents. Such
insurance afforded to the Village shall be endorsed to provide that the insurance provided
under each policy shall be Primary and Non-Contributory.

Contractor and all Subcontractors shall maintain in effect all insurance coverages required
by the Contract Documents at their sole expense and with insurance carriers licensed to
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do business in the State of Illinois and having a current A. M. Best rating of no less than
A- VIIL In the event that the Contractor or any Subcontractor fails to procure or maintain
any insured required by the Contract Documents, the Village may, at its option, purchase
such coverage and deduct the cost thereof from any monies due to the Contractor or
Subcontractor, or withhold funds in an amount sufficient to protect the Village, or
terminate this Agreement pursuant to its terms.

All insurance policies shall contain a provision that coverages and limits afforded
hereunder shall not be canceled, materially changed, non-renewed or restrictive
modifications added, without thirty (30) days prior written notice to the Village. Renewal
certificates shall be provided to the Village not less than five (5) prior to the expiration
date of any of the required policies. All Certificates of Insurance shall be in a form
acceptable to Village and shall provide satisfactory evidence of compliance with all
insurance requirements. The Village shall not be obligated to review such certificates or
other evidence of insurance, or to advise Contractor or Subcontractor of any deficiencies
in such documents, and receipt thereof shall not relieve the Contractor or Subcontractor
from, nor be deemed a waiver the right to enforce the terms of the obligations hereunder.
The Village shall have the right to examine any policy required and evidenced on the
Certificate of Insurance.

Only in the event that the Work under the Contract Documents includes design,
consultation, or any other professional services, Contractor or the Subcontractor shall
procure, maintain, and pay for Professional Errors and Omissions insurance with limits of
not less than $2,000,000 per claim and $2,000,000 annual aggregate. If such insurance is
written on a claim made basis, the retrospective date shall be prior to the start of the Work
under the Contract Documents. Contractor and all Subcontractors agree to maintain such
coverage for three (3) years after final acceptance of the Project by the Village or such
longer period as the Contract Documents may require. Renewal policies during this
period shall maintain the same retroactive date.

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions shall be the sole responsibility of the Insured.
At the option of the Village, either: the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles
or self-insured retentions as respects the Village, its officers, officials, employees and
volunteers; or the Proposer shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of losses and
related investigations, claim administration and defense expenses.

COPYRIGHT/PATENT INFRINGEMENT

The Proposer agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Village against any suit,
claim, or proceeding brought against the Village for alleged use of any equipment,
systems, or services provided by the Proposer that constitutes a misuse of any proprietary
or trade secret information or an infringement of any patent or copyright.

COMPLIANCE WITH OSHA STANDARDS

Equipment supplied to the Village must comply with all requirements and standards as
specified by the Occupational Safety and Health Act. All guards and protectors as weli as
