SYNOPSIS

A resolution has been prepared authorizing the execution of a three year agreement and addendum with 
Advent Systems, Inc. for the camera security system maintenance at Fire Station #2, Police Station and the 
Parking Deck in the amount of $35,156 for year one and $37,096 for years two and three.

STRATEGIC PLAN ALIGNMENT

The goals for 2011-2018 identified Exceptional Municipal Services.

FISCAL IMPACT

The FY15 budget includes $37,020 in the General Fund for camera security systems at all three locations.

RECOMMENDATION

Approval on the January 13, 2015 consent agenda.

BACKGROUND

Advent maintains camera security systems for the Village at Fire Station #2, the Police Station and the 
Parking Deck. Pursuant to the Village’s Purchasing Policy, in 2008, Advent was recognized as a sole source 
supplier due to their ability to design and integrate the camera systems. Advent Systems brought together 
multifaceted components into a complex electrical system and developed custom-made solutions to fit the 
Village’s particular needs. Consequently, they are in the best position to understand how the system is 
supposed to work and provide support.

The cost proposal for 2015 contains a decrease over the 2014 contract amount. There is a 5.5% increase for 
Year 2 and no increase for Year 3. The overall increase for all three years is .5%

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF A MAINTENANCE 
AGREEMENT AND ADDENDUM AGREEMENT BETWEEN

AND ADVENT SYSTEMS, INC.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Village Council of the Village of Downers Grove, DuPage County, 

Illinois, as follows:

1. That the form and substance of a certain Agreement (the “Agreement”) and Addendum 

Agreement (the “Addendum”), between the Village of Downers Grove (the “Village”) and Advent 

Systems, Inc. (“Advent Systems” or “Contractor”), for maintenance of the Parking Deck, Fire Station #2 

and Police Station closed circuit television systems, as set forth in the form of the Agreement and 

Addendum submitted to this meeting with the recommendation of the Village Manager, are hereby 

approved.

2. That the Village Manager and Village Clerk are hereby respectively authorized and 

directed for and on behalf of the Village to execute, attest, seal and deliver the Agreement and the 

Addendum, substantially in the form approved in the foregoing paragraph of this Resolution, together 

with such changes as the Manager shall deem necessary.

3. That the proper officials, agents and employees of the Village are hereby authorized and 

directed to take such further action as they may deem necessary or appropriate to perform all obligations 

and commitments of the Village in accordance with the provisions of the Agreement and Addendum.

4. That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with the provisions of this 

Resolution are hereby repealed.

5. That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage as 

provided by law.
