SYNOPSIS

Resolutions have been prepared to award contracts for stormwater management engineering services for 
stormwater local drainage projects for a total of $110,132 to:

 Hey and Associates, Inc, of Chicago, Illinois in the amount of $35,805 for local drainage area #2, 
Downers and 40th Street (Burlington Highlands), 

 Christopher B. Burke Engineering, Ltd. of Rosemont, Illinois in the amount of $47,872 for local 
drainage area #10, Forest Avenue, south of Prairie Avenue, and  

 Robinson Engineering, Ltd. of Itasca, Illinois in the amount of $26,455 for local drainage area #16, 
Hobson Triangle.

Each of these amounts includes a 10% contingency.  

STRATEGIC PLAN ALIGNMENT

The goals for 2017-2019 include Top Quality Infrastructure.  

FISCAL IMPACT

The FY17 Budget includes $240,000 from the Stormwater Fund (Page 4-29, Line 18) for these projects.

RECOMMENDATION

Approval on the November 21, 2017 consent agenda.

BACKGROUND

Local Drainage Area # 2
The area north of Ogden near Downers Drive and 40th Street (Burlington Highlands) was identified in the 
Village’s 2014 Stormwater Project Analysis as lacking “Service Level Drainage.”  The area is a relatively 
large watershed with a number of problem areas. This area contains eight (8) LPDAs and little stormwater 
infrastructure. In the April 2013 flood, at least nine homes reported flooding, as well as substantial street 
flooding. In addition, water ponds in the streets and LPDAs on a regular basis.  

Local Drainage Area #10
The area south of Prairie between Forest and Prince was identified in the Village’s 2014 Stormwater Project 
Analysis as lacking “Service Level Drainage.” Currently, the only storm sewer on Forest is located at the low 
area and is connected through LPDA SJ71 to Prince. The existing pipe does not provide sufficient capacity 
and is routed through private property.
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Local Drainage Area #16
The area bounded generally by Hobson, Belmont, and 63rd was identified in the Village’s 2014 Stormwater 
Project Analysis as lacking “Service Level Drainage.”  This area has a relatively steep grade to a low point 
on Puffer. In addition, many homes are still on septic and this areas seems to have a high water table.

Area maps for each Project are attached.  Staff received between six (6) and eight (8) proposals for each of 
the projects from pre-qualified engineering firms. The services include preparation of a drainage study of 
existing conditions related to the “Service Level Drainage Event,” conceptual plans (maximum of three 
alternatives), and associated cost estimates to bring the site up to the recommended level of service for both 
Area #2 and Area #16.  Area #10 includes the Drainage Study and associated final engineering plans and 
specifications. After reviewing the proposals, each was identified as the firm that best meets the needs of the 
Village for each project. Village staff recommends award of these contracts for professional services based 
on each firm's understanding of the project, capability to perform the work, experience with similar projects, 
and proposed fee. Each firm has provided professional services for the Village in the past with satisfactory 
results.

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I. REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS 
 
1. GENERAL 
1.1 Proposals shall be submitted in an 8.5x11 format. They shall be succinct, and directly 

relevant to this project. Approximate number of pages shall be 10 (not including those 
within this document to be submitted). Double-sided printing is encouraged. 

 
1.2 Notice is hereby given that Village of Downers Grove will receive sealed proposals up to 

the time and date set forth on Page 1 of this RFP. 
 
1.3 Proposals must be received at the Village of Downers Grove by the time and date specified. 

Proposals received after the specified time and date will not be accepted and will be 
returned unopened to the Proposer. 

 
1.4 Proposal forms shall be sent to the Village of Downers Grove, as indicated on Page 1 of 

this RFP, in a sealed envelope marked with the name of the project, as well as the date and 
time set for receipt of proposals. 

 
1.5 All proposals must be submitted on the forms supplied by the Village and signed by a 

proper official of the company submitting proposal. Telephone, email and fax proposals 
will not be accepted. 

 
1.6 By submitting this proposal, the proposer certifies under penalty of perjury that they have 

not acted in collusion with any other proposer or potential Proposer. 
 
2. PREPARATION OF PROPOSAL 
2.1 It is the responsibility of the proposer to carefully examine the specifications and proposal 

documents and to be familiar with all of the requirements, stipulations, provisions, and 
conditions surrounding the proposed services. DO NOT SUBMIT A PROPOSED 
CONTRACT. UPON ACCEPTANCE BY THE VILLAGE, THIS RFP DOCUMENT 
SHALL BECOME A BINDING CONTRACT.  

 
2.2 No oral or telephone interpretations of specifications shall be binding upon the Village. All 

requests for interpretations or clarifications shall be made in writing and received by the 
Village at least five (5) business days prior to the date set for receipt of proposals. All 
changes or interpretations of the specifications shall be made by the Village in a written 
addendum to our proposers of record. 

 
2.3 In case of error in the extension of prices in the proposal, the hourly rate or unit price will 

govern. In case of discrepancy in the price between the written and numerical amounts, the 
written amount will govern. 

 
2.4 All costs incurred in the preparation, submission, and/or presentation of any proposal 

including any proposer's travel or personal expenses shall be the sole responsibility of the 
proposer and will not be reimbursed by the Village. 
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2.5 The proposer hereby affirms and states that the prices quoted herein constitute the total 
cost to the Village for all work involved in the respective items and that this cost also 
includes all insurance, royalties, transportation charges, use of all tools and equipment, 
superintendence, overhead expense, all profits and all other work, services and conditions 
necessarily involved in the work to be done and materials to be furnished in accordance 
with the requirements of the Contract Documents considered severally and collectively. 

 
3. MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSALS 
3.1 A Proposal that is in the possession of the Village may be altered by a letter bearing the 

signature or name of the person authorized for submitting a proposal, provided that it is 
received prior to the time and date set for the proposal opening. Telephone, email or verbal 
alterations of a proposal will not be accepted. 

 
3.2 A Proposal that is in the possession of the Village may be withdrawn by the proposer, up 

to the time set for the proposal opening, by a letter bearing the signature or name of the 
person authorized for submitting proposals. Proposals may not be withdrawn after the 
proposal opening and shall remain valid for a period of ninety (90) days from the date set 
for the proposal opening, unless otherwise specified. 

 
4. RESERVED RIGHTS 
4.1 The Village of Downers Grove reserves the exclusive right to waive sections, 

technicalities, irregularities and informalities and to accept or reject any and all proposals 
and to disapprove of any and all subcontractors as may be in the best interest of the Village. 
Time and date requirements for receipt of proposal will not be waived. 
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II. TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
5. VILLAGE ORDINANCES 
5.1 The successful Proposer will strictly comply with all ordinances of the Village of Downers 

Grove and laws of the State of Illinois. 
 
6. USE OF VILLAGE'S NAME 
6.1 The Proposer is specifically denied the right of using in any form or medium the name of 

the Village for public advertising unless express permission is granted by the Village. 
 
7. INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT 
7.1 To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Proposer shall indemnify, keep and save 

harmless the Village and its agents, officers, and employees, against all injuries, deaths, 
losses, damages, claims, suits, liabilities, judgments, costs and expenses, which may arise 
directly or indirectly from any negligence or from the reckless or willful misconduct of the 
Proposer, its employees, or its subcontractors, and the Proposer shall at its own expense, 
appear, defend and pay all charges of attorneys and all costs and other expenses arising 
therefrom or incurred in connection therewith, and, if any judgment shall be rendered 
against the Village in any such action, the Proposer shall, at its own expense, satisfy and 
discharge the same. This agreement shall not be construed as requiring the Proposer to 
indemnify the Village for its own negligence. The Proposer shall indemnify, keep and save 
harmless the Village only where a loss was caused by the negligent, willful or reckless acts 
or omissions of the Proposer, its employees, or its subcontractors. 

 
8. NONDISCRIMINATION 
8.1 Proposer shall, as a party to a public contract: 
 

(a) Refrain from unlawful discrimination in employment and undertake affirmative 
action to assure equality of employment opportunity and eliminate the effects of 
past discrimination; 

 
(b) By submission of this Proposal, the Proposer certifies that it is an "equal opportunity 

employer" as defined by Section 2000(e) of Chapter 21, Title 42, U.S. Code 
Annotated and Executive Orders #1l136 and #11375, which are incorporated herein 
by reference. The Equal Opportunity clause, Section 6.1 of the Rules and 
Regulations of the Department of Human Rights of the State of Illinois, is a material 
part of any contract awarded on the basis of this Proposal. 

 
8.2 It is unlawful to discriminate on the basis of race, color, sex, national origin, ancestry, age, 

marital status, physical or mental handicap or unfavorable discharge for military service. 
Proposer shall comply with standards set forth in Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, 
42 U.S.C. Secs. 2000 et seq., The Human Rights Act of the State of Illinois, 775 ILCS 5/1-
101et. seq., and The Americans With Disabilities Act, 42 U.S.C. Secs. 1210l et. seq. 

9. SEXUAL HARASSMENT POLICY 
9.1 The Proposer, as a party to a public contract, shall have a written sexual harassment policy 

that: 
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9.1.1 Notes the illegality of sexual harassment; 
9.1.2 Sets forth the State law definition of sexual harassment; 
9.1.3 Describes sexual harassment utilizing examples; 
9.1.4 Describes the Proposer's internal complaint process including penalties; 
9.1.5 Describes the legal recourse, investigative and complaint process available through 

the Illinois Department of Human Rights and the Human Rights Commission and 
how to contact these entities; and 

9.1.6 Describes the protection against retaliation afforded under the Illinois Human 
Rights Act. 

 
10. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 
10.1 In the event of the Proposer’s non-compliance with the provisions of this Equal 

Employment Opportunity Clause, the Illinois Human Rights Act or the Rules and 
Regulations of the Illinois Department of Human Rights (“Department”), the Proposer may 
be declared ineligible for future contracts or subcontracts with the State of Illinois or any 
of its political subdivisions or municipal corporations, and the Contract may be canceled 
or voided in whole or in part, and such other sanctions or penalties may be imposed or 
remedies invoked as provided by statute or regulation. During the performance of this 
Contract, the Proposer agrees as follows: 
 
10.1.1 That it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment 

because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin or ancestry, age, 
physical or mental disability unrelated to ability, order of protection status, military 
status, sexual orientation, sexual identity or an unfavorable discharge from military 
service; and further that it will examine all job classifications to determine if 
minority persons or women are underutilized and will take appropriate affirmative 
action to rectify any such underutilization. 

 
10.1.2 That, if it hires additional employees in order to perform this Contract or any portion 

thereof, it will determine the availability (in accordance with the Department’s 
Rules and Regulations) of minorities and women in the area(s) from which it may 
reasonably recruit and it will hire for each job classification for which employees 
are hired in such a way that minorities and women are not underutilized. 

 
10.1.3 That, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by it or on its 

behalf, it will state that all applicants will be afforded equal opportunity without 
discrimination because of race, color, religion, sex, marital status, national origin 
or ancestry, age, physical or mental disability unrelated to ability, order of 
protection status, military status, sexual orientation, or an unfavorable discharge 
from military services. 

 
10.1.4 That it will send to each labor organization or representative of workers with which 

it has or is bound by a collective bargaining or other agreement or understanding, a 
notice advising such labor organization or representative of the Proposer’s 
obligations under the Illinois Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and 
Regulations. If any such labor organization or representative fails or refuses to 
cooperate with the Proposer in its efforts to comply with such Act and Rules and 
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Regulations, the Proposer will promptly so notify the Department and the 
contracting agency and will recruit employees from other sources when necessary 
to fulfill its obligations thereunder. 

 
10.1.5 That it will submit reports as required by the Department’s Rules and Regulations, 

furnish all relevant information as may from time to time be requested by the 
Department or the contracting agency, and in all respects comply with the Illinois 
Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and Regulations. 

 
10.1.6 That it will permit access to all relevant books, records, accounts and work sites by 

personnel of the contracting agency and the Department for purpose of investigation 
to ascertain compliance with the Illinois Human Rights Act and the Department’s 
Rules and Regulations. 

 
10.1.7 That it will include verbatim or by reference the provisions of this clause in every 

subcontract it awards under which any portion of the contract obligations are 
undertaken or assumed, so that such provisions will be binding upon such 
subcontractor. In the same manner as with other provisions of this Contract, the 
Proposer will be liable for compliance with applicable provisions of this clause by 
such subcontractors; and further it will promptly notify the contracting agency and 
the Department in the event any subcontractor fails or refuses to comply therewith. 
In addition, the Proposer will not utilize any subcontractor declared by the Illinois 
Human Rights Commission to be ineligible for contracts or subcontracts with the 
State of Illinois or any of its political subdivisions or municipal corporations. 

 
11. DRUG FREE WORK PLACE 

Proposer, as a party to a public contract, certifies and agrees that it will provide a drug free 
workplace by: 
 

11.1 Publishing a statement: (1) Notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, 
distribution, dispensation, possession or use of a controlled substance, including cannabis, 
is prohibited in the Village’s or Proposer’s workplace. (2) Specifying the actions that will 
be taken against employees for violations of such prohibition. (3) Notifying the employee 
that, as a condition of employment on such contract or grant, the employee will: (A) abide 
by the terms of the statement; and (B) notify the employer of any criminal drug statute 
conviction for a violation occurring in the workplace no later than five (5) days after such 
conviction. 

 
11.2 Establishing a drug free awareness program to inform employees about: (1) the dangers of 

drug abuse in the workplace; (2) the Village’s or Proposer’s policy of maintaining a drug 
free workplace; (3) any available drug counseling, rehabilitation and employee assistance 
programs; (4) the penalties that may be imposed upon employees for drug violations. 

 
11.3 Providing a copy of the statement required above to each employee engaged in the 

performance of the contract or grant and to post the statement in a prominent place in the 
workplace. 
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11.4 Notifying the contracting or granting agency within ten (10) days after receiving notice of 
any criminal drug statute conviction for a violation occurring in the workplace from an 
employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of such conviction. 

 
11.5 Imposing a sanction on, or requiring the satisfactory participation in a drug abuse assistance 

or rehabilitation program by, any employee who is so convicted as required by section 5 
of the Drug Free Workplace Act. 

 
11.6 Assisting employees in selecting a course of action in the event drug counseling, treatment 

and rehabilitation is required and indicating that a trained referral team is in place. 
 
11.7  Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug free workplace through 

implementation of the Drug Free Workplace Act. 
 
12. PREVAILING WAGE ACT 
12.1 Proposer agrees to comply with the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, 820 ILCS 130/1 et seq., 

for all work completed under this Contract. Proposer agrees to pay the prevailing wage and 
require that all of its subcontractors pay prevailing wage to any laborers, workers or 
mechanics who perform work pursuant to this Contract or related subcontract. For 
applicable rates, go to the State of Illinois – Department of Labor website 
(www.state.il.us/agency/idol/rates/rates.HTM) and use the most current DuPage County 
rate. The Department revises the prevailing wage rates and the Proposer or subcontractor 
has an obligation to check the Department’s website for revisions to prevailing wage rates 
throughout the duration of this Contract.  

 
12.2 Proposer and each subcontractor shall keep or cause to be kept  accurate records of all 

laborers, mechanics and other workers employed by them on the public works project, 
which records must include  each worker’s name, address, telephone number when 
available, social security number, classification, hourly wage paid (including itemized 
hourly cash and fringe benefits paid in each pay period), number of hours worked each 
day, and the starting and ending times of work each day    These records shall be open to 
inspection at all reasonable hours by any representative of the Village or the Illinois 
Department of Labor and must be preserved for five (5)  years from the date of the last 
payment on the public work.  

 
12.3 Since this is a contract for a public works project, as defined in 820 ILCS 130/2, Proposer 

agrees to post at the job site in an easily accessible place, the prevailing wages for each 
craft or type of worker or mechanic needed to execute the contract or work to be performed. 

 
12.4 Because this is a public works project as defined under the Prevailing Wage Act, 820 ILCS 

130/2, any and all contractors and subcontractors shall submit certified payroll records to 
the Village no later than the tenth (10th) day of each calendar month for the immediately 
preceding month in which construction on a public works project has occurred. WITHOUT 
THIS PAPERWORK, NO INVOICE SHALL BE PAID BY THE VILLAGE. Contractors 
and subcontractors must also submit a statement affirming that the records are true and 
accurate, that the wages paid to each worker are not less than the prevailing rate, and that 
the contractor and subcontractor are aware that filing false records is a Class A 
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misdemeanor. The records must include the name, address, telephone number, social 
security number, job classification, hours of work, hourly rate, and start and end time of 
work each day for every worker employed on the public work. The Village reserves the 
right to check the pay stubs of the workers on the job. The Village further cautions that 
payment for any services rendered pursuant to this Contract may be predicated upon receipt 
of said records. 

 
12.5 In the event that this is a construction project where Motor Fuel tax monies or state grant 

monies are used in the construction, maintenance and extension of municipal streets, traffic 
control signals, street lighting systems, storm sewers, pedestrian subways or overhead 
crossings, sidewalks and off-street parking facilities, and the like, the Village will require 
an Apprenticeship and Training Certification, attached after the Proposer’s Certification. 

 
12.6 Any bond furnished as security for performance shall include a provision as will guarantee 

faithful performance of the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act, 820 ILCS 130/1 et seq. 
 
13.  PATRIOT ACT COMPLIANCE 
13.1 The Proposer represents and warrants to the Village that neither it nor any of its principals, 

shareholders, members, partners, or affiliates, as applicable, is a person or entity named as 
a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person (as defined in Presidential Executive 
Order 13224) and that it is not acting, directly or indirectly, for or on behalf of a Specially 
Designated National and Blocked Person. The Proposer further represents and warrants to 
the Village that the Proposer and its principals, shareholders, members, partners, or 
affiliates, as applicable are not, directly or indirectly, engaged in, and are not facilitating, 
the transactions contemplated by this Contract on behalf of any person or entity named as 
a Specially Designated National and Blocked Person. The Proposer hereby agrees to 
defend, indemnify and hold harmless the Village, and its elected or appointed officers, 
employees, agents, representatives, engineers and attorneys, from and against any and all 
claims, damages, losses, risks, liabilities and expenses (including reasonable attorney’s 
fees and costs) arising from or related to any breach of the foregoing representations and 
warranties. 

 
14. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS 
14.1 The Proposer shall be required to obtain, from a company or companies lawfully 

authorized to do business in the jurisdiction in which the project is located, such general 
liability insurance which, at a minimum, will protect the Proposer from the types of claims 
set forth below which may arise out of or result from the Proposer’s operations under this 
Contract and for which the Proposer may legally liable: 

 
14.1.1 Claims under workers compensation, disability benefit and other similar                   

employee benefit acts which are applicable to the operation to be performed; 
 

14.1.2 Claims for damages resulting from bodily injury, occupational sickness or 
disease, or death of the Proposer’s employees; 

   
14.1.3 Claims for damages resulting from bodily injury, sickness or disease, or death 

of any person other than the Proposer’s employees; 
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14.1.4 Claims for damages insured by the usual personal injury liability coverage 

which are sustained: (1) by a person as a result of an offense directly or 
indirectly related to employment of such person by the Proposer, or (2) by 
another person; 

 
14.1.5 Claims for damages, other than to the work itself, because of injury to or 

destruction of tangible property, including loss of use resulting therefrom; 
 
14.1.6 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, death of a person or property                     

 damage arising out of ownership, maintenance or use of a motor vehicle; 
 
14.1.7 Claims for damages as a result of professional or any other type of negligent          

action by the Proposer or failure to properly perform services under the scope       
of the agreement between the Proposer and the Village. 

 
14.2   The Proposer shall demonstrate having insurance coverage for a minimum of $2 million 

for professional liability (errors and omissions).  
 

14.3 As evidence of said coverages, Proposer shall provide the Village with certificates of 
insurance naming the Village of Downers Grove as an additional insured and include a 
provision for cancellation only upon at least 30 days prior notice to the Village.  

 
15. CAMPAIGN DISCLOSURE 
15.1 Any contractor, proposer, bidder or vendor who responds by submitting a bid or proposal 

to the Village shall be required to submit with its submission, an executed Campaign

15.2 The Campaign Disclosure Certificate is required pursuant to the Village of Downers Grove 

Council Policy on Ethical Standards and is applicable to those campaign contributions 
made to any member of the Village Council.  

 
15.3 Said Campaign Disclosure Certificate requires any individual or entity bidding to disclose 

campaign contributions, as defined in Section 9-1.4 of the Election Code (10 ILCS 5/9-
1.4), made to current members of the Village Council within the  five (5) year period 
preceding the date of the bid or proposal release.

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representations express or implied, and no warranty or guarantee is included or intended in 
this Contract, or in any report, opinions, and documents or otherwise. 

 
21.2 If the Proposer fails to meet the foregoing standard, Proposer will perform at its own cost, 

and without reimbursement from the Village, the professional services necessary to correct 
errors and omissions caused by Proposer’s failure to comply with the above standard and 
reported to Proposer within one (1) year from the completion of Proposer’s services for the 
Project. 

 
21.3 For Professional Service Agreements: Project site visits by Proposer during construction 

or equipment installation or the furnishing of Project representatives shall not make 
Proposer responsible for: (i) constructions means, methods, techniques, sequences or 
procedures; (ii) for construction safety precautions or programs; or (iii) for any 
construction contractor(s’) failure to perform its work in accordance with contract 
documents.

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III. DETAIL SPECIFICATIONS 
 
1. REQUEST 
1.1 The Village of Downers Grove (Village) is requesting Proposals for professional services 

from previously-qualified engineering firms (CONSULTANT) to provide stormwater 
management engineering services for the project identified within this RFP. The firm 
selected by the Village pursuant to this RFP is not authorized to perform work for the 
Village until a fully executed and authorized Professional Services Agreement is in place. 
 

1.2 Project Description 
As part of the 2014 Stormwater Project Analysis, the Village set a goal to provide a 
minimum uniform standard level of service of Drainage Infrastructure to all properties 
within the Village. The “Service Level Drainage Event” will provide capacity for over 95% 
of the rainfall events that occur on average in a given year. The Service Level Drainage 
Events are based on the 6-hour duration rainfalls of a 2-year and 10-year return frequency. 
The 2-year, 6 hour event is to be served by storm sewers. The 10-year, 6 hour event is to 
be served by a combination of storm sewers and overflow swales or ditches. The full report 
with details can be found at:

One of the projects identified in the 2014 Stormwater Project Analysis is Area 2 – 
Downers/Virginia/Seeley/40th (Burlington Highlands). The Village is now requesting a 
drainage study for the area shown in Exhibit A to review the current infrastructure and 
identify locations that fall below the “Service Level Drainage Event” criteria and provide 
recommendations to bring this area to the level of service. 

 
The Village has identified some particular areas of concern including, but not limited to,:  
Morton Avenue (48” culvert under Morton and 48” culvert under driveway of 1518 
Herbert); Downers Drive (culvert near 4011 Downers); runoff between properties located 
at 1456 and 1500 Virginia; runoff between properties located at 1457 Virginia and 4131 
Seeley (existing clay lines from Seeley north to the northwest property corner of 1456 
Virginia); and runoff from Belle Aire Lane between properties located at 4209 and 4217 
Seeley and west on Janet.  Another area of interst is storm sewer convyeance from the 
Downers/Janet area to Local Poor Drainage Area (LPDA) LA-11 on Seeley.  Other areas 
may be identified based on analysis of the study area, field visits, or through resident 
feedback provided from the Village.  
 
Runoff from the east (Belle Aire Lane) flows between 4209 and 4217 Seeley causing 
flooding of these two properties.  Additional runoff is routed through the ditch on the south 
side of 4225 Seeley (the north side of Janet), causing erosion and flooding. The stormwater 
accumulates in LPDA LA-11 covering Seeley and the adjacent properties. Additional 
runoff is conveyed to the LPDA from the southwest. From the LPDA, the runoff is routed 
to the north through a 30” RCP along Seeley, which connects to a 21” clay pipe, and 
continues north to Virginia. More runoff from the east (Belle Aire Lane) flows west onto 
Virginia. Some of the runoff is captured in the ditches and small storm sewers on the south 
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side of Virginia (from LPDA LA-10 toward LPDAs LA-9 and LA-8). From Virginia, the 
runoff continues to the north through the yards and a clay pipe (possibly 24”) between 
1456 and 1500 Virginia. The condition of the pipe is unknown, but expected to have 
reached the end of its useful life. 
 
The clay pipe discharges at the northwest corner of 1456 Virginia into the beginning of a 
channel – along with an 18” RCP from the west. From there, the runoff flows through 
private property to the northwest under 40th Street, continues through private property to 
the northwest and under Downers Drive (LPDAs LA-6 and LA-5). The creek continues to 
the northwest and eventually discharges into Lacey Creek west of I-88/I-355. 
 
Two homeowners near 40th and Downers have expressed interest in selling their property 
(or part of their property) to the Village. Analysis of the stormwater management shall 
include, if applicable, recommendations for property acquisitions and/or easements to help 
achieve the recommended level of service. 
 
Solutions may include, but are not limited to, a combination of the following:  

� Reducing storm sewers and runoff through private property.   
� Provide ditches, berms, curb & gutter, and/or storm sewer to safely convey runoff 

from the east (Belle Aire Lane) to the west via Janet and Virginia instead of private 
property (if possible) 

� Disconnect the storm sewer on Seeley from the existing 21” and 24” clay pipes 
and re-route up Downers or replace the clay pipes and obtain easements from 
homeowners 

� Re-route the storm sewer on Downers coming from the north (from Herbert) 
directly across the street into the tributary on the west side of Downers 

� Re-route the storm sewers from the Downers/Janet area north on Downers instead 
of east to Seeley 

� Replace culverts 
� Provide online storage near Downers and 40th and/or Belle Aire (or other areas 

identified) 
� Additional storm sewer and/or inlets in rear yard and/or in street/ROW 
� Define/redefine overland flow paths 
� Identify potential wetland impacts/requirements. 
� Flood-proofing recommendations for select residents. 

 
Firms shall provide a project scope, as detailed in Section 1.3, for the following: 
  
Drainage study/report of existing conditions as they relate to adequate conveyance of the 
“Service Level Drainage Event,” conceptual plans (maximum of three alternatives) and 
associated cost estimates to bring the site up to the recommended level of service. An 
updated study of the LPDAs has been done by a consultant on behalf of the Village. The 
modeling (XP-SWMM) will be made available to the selected firm.   

 
The cost shall be provided in a separate sealed envelope.  
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1.3 Scope and Schedule 

 
Drainage Study/Report  
Desired activities shall include: 

� Drainage report identifying areas without “Service Level Drainage Event” 
infrastructure.  

� Conceptual level plans/exhibits/cost estimates showing proposed improvements 
within the drainage area (maximum of three alternatives), include approximate 
storage/detention requirements for each, if required. 

� Field visits and any preliminary spot elevations required for the conceptual plans 
are to be included. 

� Identify potential property acquisitions and/or easements. 
� Identify potential grant opportunities for implementation of any the proposed 

solutions (the Village has applied for a grant through CBDG-DR). 
� Identify permits or agency approvals and estimated fees that may apply to each 

proposed solution along with pros/cons associated with each solution. 
� Anticipate one (1) project kick-off meeting with Village staff and one (1) meeting 

with Village staff to discuss project alternatives.

ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR 

BURLINGTON HIGHLANDS  
PROPOSAL NO. SW-080-17B
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PROJECT APPROACH 
This proposal focuses on final analysis and design of one of the 21 original sites from the 2014 Stormwater Project 
Analysis and a new Service Level Drainage Event analysis for adjacent areas not included in the 2014 analysis.  This 
narrative outlines the specific challenge presented by this project, critical elements of evaluation and analysis, initial 
design concepts, and the specific details of the scope and services/tasks to be provided. 

CHALLENGE 
The drainage study is intended to identify areas with drainage issues and then develop alternatives to provide 
service consistent with the Village’s Service Level Drainage Event goals: 

 Minimum 2-year, 6-hour event service is to be served by storm sewer 

 Minimum 10-year, 6-hour event service is to be served by a combination of storm sewer and overland 
conveyance features. 

The study area is generally bounded by Herbert Street to the north, Lee Avenue to the west, Ogden Avenue to the 
south, and Saratoga Avenue to the east. In April of 2013, two areas were primarily impacted by runoff. The area is 
largely drained by swales and ditches, with limited segments of sewer. The study area includes a number of 
previously identified problem areas which are easily corroborated with the overland flowpath analysis. 
Infrastructure is not adequately provided or has deteriorated over time.  The recommendations will focus on 
providing an up to date drainage system that will convey water safely through this watershed. 
 
EVALUATION AND ANALYSIS 
Our team will utilize existing studies and technical tools to evaluate the existing drainage system and develop cost 
effective alternatives. These include but are not limited to: 

 2007 Watershed Infrastructure Improvement Plan (Including SWMM model for the project area) 

 2014 Stormwater Project Analysis 

 Green Streets/Sustainable Stormwater Manual 

 Topography Data (LiDAR, DTM, 1-foot contours, etc.) 

 XP-SWMM Program 

 GIS Analysis and Exhibits – Basin Delineation and Overland Flow Path Analysis 
 

Critical portions of the evaluation and analysis are highlighted below: 

Analysis of Overland Flow Paths 
Hey and Associates is currently developing a village-wide overland flowpath model.  This tool can be used to 
accurately identify where water is flowing overland and impacting homes, which is a critical issue for this project.  
With a 1D XP-SWMM model, the flowpath diagram can also be used to ensure that all significant overland flowpaths 
are represented.  This added visualization tool can help to identify pathways that can sometimes be tricky to identify 
in a system of driveway culverts and other open channel flow features. 
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A preliminary review of the study area flowpaths was 
performed to characterize the drainage issues.  The 
result of this preliminary review can be seen in the 
exhibit at the end of this proposal.   

The flowpaths easily represented the flowpaths between 
between specific houses at various locations identified in 
the RFP.  The analysis also shows several other areas that 
could possibly be of concern.  We will ensure that the XP-
SWMM model captures these areas and that they are 
fully analyzed as part of the drainage study analysis.  

Evaluation of Potential Improvements Beyond “Level of 
Service” Storm Events 

If streets in the study area are not performing to current 
village drainage standards, capturing flow and conveying 
it toward its natural outlets would provide relief to the 
current flooding issues. For any solution that provides the 
standard level of services, we will evaluate larger storm events with higher flows to ensure that there is no backflow 
or other unforeseen flooding caused by the stormwater improvements. XP-SWMM will allow for dynamic and 
robust analyses while providing confidence in the results from the proposed project. 

We will also analyze the open channel drainage system and the depressional areas that have been identified as 
problematic to identify alternatives to provide desired level of service.  

Identifying Opportunities for Potential Storage Sites and Conveyance Paths 
The main issue in this area is the uncontrolled and inadequate drainage infrastructure.  The study will be an 
opportunity to map out the best pathways for drainage considering all of the variables that contribute to a cost 
effective project.  Although it would be a last resort, part of the overall project could include storage sites on 
acquired property or other publicly owned land.  It will be important to identify any opportunities for creating 
storage within the watershed.  

SCOPE OF SERVICES AND PROJECT DELIVERABLES 
Drainage Study and Stormwater Report: : We have reviewed the RFP, the 2014 Stormwater Project Analysis Report, 
and performed a field reconnaissance of the project area to support the preparation of this proposal.  Our services 
for this project will include: 

 Preparation of a drainage report identifying areas without the necessary infrastructure for the “Service 
Level Drainage Event”; 

 Preparation of concept level plans/exhibits/cost estimates showing proposed improvements with a 
maximum of two alternatives; 

 Field visit and collection of topographic data; 

 Identification of potential property acquisitions and/or easements; 

 Identification of potential grant and funding opportunities (the Village has applied for a grant through 
CBDG-DR); 

 Identification of permit requirements or agency approvals, cost opinions, and pros/cons discussion; 

 Attendance at one (1) Village kick-off meeting and one (1) Village project alternatives meeting.

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We further understand that the Village has identified several areas of particular concern which can be seen on the 
map below showing the entire study area: 

 48” culvert under Morton Avenue 

 Culvert under Downers Drive 

 Runoff between properties located at 1456 and 1500 Virginia 

 Runoff between properties located at 1457 Virginia and 4131 Seeley 

 Runoff from Belle Aire Lane between properties located at 4209 and 4217 Seeley 

 Runoff from Downers and Janet intersection to LDPA-11 

 

We will first analyze the solutions proposed by the 2014 analysis to verify their effectiveness. We will also explore 
other viable alternatives that were not contemplated in the 2014 analysis. We will present any resulting ideas with 
the Village for discussion. Designs will consider constructability given the mature nature of the area and the 
potential conflict with underground utilities.  

Modeling results will be used to refine the improvement design, optimize the cost/level-of-service balance, and 
then will be used to verify that project objectives are met as the design progresses. Final design level modeling will 
be provided as part of the project.  
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PROJECT ORGANIZATIONAL CHART

worked on projects for Downers Grove and are familiar with the goals and objectives of these stormwater projects.
